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ABSTRACT
This file provides a template for the preparation of papers to be presented at the TOUGH Symposium 2012. The papers must be submitted in electronic form (preferably in Microsoft Word format) for inclusion in the electronic Proceedings. 

Papers should follow standard technical paper format, an abstract followed by the more detailed presentation.  The abstract should be typed on this area of the first page, with the presentation following after two blank lines.
LENGTH OF PAPER
The length is up to eight pages.  This length includes all figures and tables.  If your paper is going to extend beyond this limitation, please contact the symposium organizers.
GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
Papers are to be submitted in electronic form suitable for reproduction on 8½  11 inches paper. Text is to be typed in 11 point, Times New Roman style typeface, which is the type used for these instructions.  The text should be typed in two 3 inches wide columns, with ½ inch between the columns.  Paragraphs are in <Normal> style.

Please use the <styles> as specified in this template (e.g. <Heading 1>, <Normal> etc.).  Paragraphs should be typed in <Normal> style, and justification is preferred.

The first line of the second column must start at the same location from the top as the first line of the first column. If a figure or table begins the second column it should also start at this location.  When filling a page partially with text (i.e., the last page), make the two columns of approximately the same length.
MAIN HEADINGS <Heading 1> Style
Subheadings Like This <Heading 2> Style
Subheadings within sections follow the same format as section titles, but with upper and lower case.
Subsubheadings like this <heading 3> style
Subsubheadings have no underline, and only the first letter capitalized.
FIGURES, TABLES, AND EQUATIONS
If possible, include figures in electronic format directly into the document. Color figures are acceptable. 

Figures and tables should immediately follow first mention of them in the text and can be placed in one column, or can cover two columns usually at the top or bottom of the page. (Insert section breaks to switch between one and two columns.) Place the table caption before the table using 10 point Times New Roman typeface; place the figure caption after the figure using 10 point Times New Roman typeface.
